The spider and the insect both look like bugs,
but they are different in many ways.

Here I’'m going to tell you about how they
are similar or different.

First, both don’t have backbones, so they
are called invertebrates.

Instead, they have hard shells outside. And
they are both cold blooded.

The spider and the insect are different, too.
First, the spider has two main body parts,
but the insect has three. Next, the insect has
antennas, but the spider doesn’t. Also, the
spider has more legs than the insect. The
spider has eight legs, and the insect has six
legs. Besides, the spider’s vision is poorer
than the insect’s. (or The insect’s vision is
better than the spider’s.) Also, the spider’s
waist is more slender than the insect’s. (or
The insect’s waist is thicker than the
spider’s.) Spiders can’t fly because they
don’t have wings, but most of the insects
can fly.
